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Leshchenko O.V. On the legal regulation of human rights in Great Britain

Summary

The article examines the effectiveness of the application of human rights-based regulations in
the United Kingdom. Recent research shows that civil society organizations that consider the use of
human rights regulations today face unique socio-political challenges. Today, four political and legal
phenomena play a key role in shaping the landscape of British social policy:

1. The impact of austerity policies, both in terms of access to justice and in terms of the scale and
prevalence of disadvantage and discrimination.

2. The changing political and legal landscape caused by uncertainty about Brexit, the UK’s exit
from the EU.

3. Rising legal issues regarding human and civil rights.

4. Reduction of legal space for public organizations.

The research presented in the article shows that today there are a number of factors that NGOs
must take into account in terms of the use of human rights-based laws. Some of these factors are better
understood and perceived by society than others. These factors include: the types of laws on which UK
civil society organizations are based; structural factors - different ways of using the law, in particular
participation in litigation, which have their advantages, disadvantages and costs in terms of access to
court, risk costs and opportunities to share judicial experience; number of resources: the sharp decline
in legal aid in England and Wales has limited the type of legal advice and representation, as well as
limited public organizations in terms of using financial legal aid to provide a basis for promoting
other legal activities; characteristics and relationships between CSOs: The specific organizational
characteristics and relationships that CSOs have with each other (including with the government)
may lead to the likelihood of successful use of human rights-based laws.

A better understanding of the nuances of cooperation and partnership building in the UK helps
to identify both the opportunities and limitations of this approach in the Ukrainian social and
legal sector.
