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Zakal O. O. International legal problems of protection climate human rights

Summary

The article is devoted to the study of international legal problems of protection of climate human
rights in the context of the international legal experience gained over the last decades. The international
experience of legal regulation and ensuring the protection of climate human rights is analyzed in
the context of the differentiation of several legal «slices», namely: international treaty, international
constitutional, international legislative and international judicial levels. It was revealed that the dominant
form of protection of human climate rights remains precisely the international contractual form. It does
not have a complete character; the development of this base is characterized by the absence of a single
unified agreement that would provide for a clear list of climate-related human rights and means of their
protection; human climate rights arise along with the formulation of new obligations of national states that
are parties to the relevant treaties; the emphasis in formulating the list of these rights on the collective rights
of vulnerable sections of society is increasing. The constitutional form of protection of climate human
rights is of a rudimentary nature: only 11 countries have relevant constitutional provisions that do not
have a detailed character (Algeria, Bolivia, Cote d’Ivoire, Cuba, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, Thailand,
Tunisia, Venezuela, Etnam, Zambia). At the same time, constitutional protection of human climate rights
paves the way for the formulation of relevant legislative provisions and contributes to the formation of
the phenomenon of climate constitutionalism in the modern world. Legislative consolidation of human
climate rights is a separate important area of their legal protection. At this legal level, the following climate
rights are protected: 1) the right to a climate-neutral society; 2) the right to predictability and confidence for
all business entities in the implementation of measures aimed at averting and/or overcoming the negative
consequences of climate change; 3) the right to a gradual reduction of greenhouse gas emissions; 4) the right
to information about climate change; 5) the adaptive “triad” of rights (the right to adapt to climate change,
the right to increase resilience to climate change, the right to reduce vulnerability to climate change); 6) the
right to ensure fair conditions for adaptation to climate policy; 7) the right to public participation in the
formation of climate policy. The judicial mechanism for the protection of climate human rights is gaining
an increasingly important role. In many countries, climate litigation encompasses legal actions brought
before international or national judicial or quasi-judicial bodies that raise questions of law or fact regarding
climate science, climate change mitigation, or adaptation to such change. Within the framework of judicial
jurisprudence, the formulation of new climate human rights and the obligations of states and business
entities to assist in their implementation and protection is noticeable.
